In The Heights premiered on Broadway on March 9, 2008 at the Richard Rodgers Theatre, directed by Kail and Andy
Blankenbuehler. The production run ended on January 9, 2011 after 1,184 regular performances. During the run, the
show was nominated for 11 Tony Awards (winning four for Best Orchestrations, Best Choreography, Best Score and Best
Musical), was a finalist for the Pulitzer Prize, and won the Grammy Award for Best Musical Show Album. In addition to
these accolades, In the Heights received 9 Drama Desk Award nominations (including Best Music, Best Lyrics) and an
award for Outstanding Ensemble Performance, won the Lucille Lortel Award and Outer Critic's Circle Award for Best
Musical, and writer Lin-Manuel Miranda received an Obie Award for Outstanding Music and Lyrics for the show.
